· Option 1 - Construction of a new Elementary building to include a gymnasium at 	 	      the MS/HS site, the expansion of the kitchen area, a new FACS 
	      area, and asbestos removal and demolition of the existing Elementary  	 	      at a cost of  $15,000,000. 
· Option 2 - Construction of a new Elementary building to include a gymnasium at 	       	      the MS/HS site, the expansion of the kitchen area, a new FACS 
	      area, and asbestos removal and demolition of the existing Elementary  	 	      at a cost of  $14,250,000. 
· Option 3 – New 8 lane All-Weather Track and Field at a cost of $725,000.   
                               Included in this cost is appropriate drainage and curbing to keep the    
                               track in place once constructed.  It was stressed this option does not 
                               include a football field or stadium bleachers.
	
	Mr. Thissen asked Board members to address the following four items when choosing an option or options:
1. Cost of Project
2. Scope of Project
3. Date of Bond Election
4. Kind of Bond Election
