1.	ADOPTION OF AGENDA						
	Two items were added to the agenda by Mr. Thissen, Item 11H MS Volleyball and HS Wrestling and Item 12F Shriners Activities.  Stacey Berndt made a motion (Beye) to adopt agenda as amended.  Motion carried 5-0.

2.	APPROVAL OF MINUTES
	Rod Erickson moved (Stuart) to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of May 20, 2009 and the special meetings of May 12, 2009 and May 28, 2009 as presented.  Motion carried 5-0. 

3.	WORK SESSION WITH ARCHITECTS
	Revised planning criteria (goals) were reviewed for the District’s Master Plan on facilities.  Comparisons were made regarding the advantages and disadvantages of using a construction manager and general contractor to determine which would be best for the district.  The board agreed to make a decision in July.  Several plans were drawn up by Hollis + Miller on a consolidated campus.  Discussion followed regarding the anticipated community interaction with the plans and upcoming meeting that will be held June 29 and 30.  A special board meeting will be held on July 23, 2009 at 5:00 p.m.

	A draft copy of the student laptop loan agreement was provided for further review.  This agreement will be posted to the District’s website as soon as the agreement is official.  The majority of these agreements will be completed at enrollment.

	Additional money received from the February 20 military count required the 2008-09 Budget to be republished.  Bret Beye moved (Berndt) to republish the 2008-09 budget as presented.  Motion carried 5-0.
	
10.	BUS PURCHASE
	The district owns a 19 year old bus that must be removed from operation for the 2009-10 school year due to state regulations.  With this prior knowledge, a bus purchase was included in the 2008-09 Budget.  After much discussion, Bret Beye moved (Stuart) to proceed with the purchase of a 2005 Blue Bird 77 passenger bus at a cost of $59,900.  The bus will be purchased from American Bus Sales of Owasso, Oklahoma.  Motion carried 5-0.

      Alan Stuart moved (Berndt) to extend John Thissen’s contract an additional year to a 3 year contract.  Motion carried 5-0.

      Stacey Berndt moved (Beye) to increase the salaries of administration, board clerk, maintenance director, food service director and technology director by the 2009-10 certified/classified average of 1.4%.  Motion carried 5-0.
